It is official, Pastor Susanne has a new job 
and her last service in our Church will be 
Sunday, July 17, 2022.  Susanne and Søren 
are moving to Sylt (in Danish Sild), an island 
on the west coast of Slesvig on the border 
between Denmark and Germany. It is sƟll 
part of DSUK, so they are not leaving the 
DSUK family.   
We are sad to see them go, but we 
understand their need to go back to be near 
family and friends.  We wish them all the 
best in their new Church. 
So now we look for a new Pastor. We have 
sent our ad to DSUK which will be in the 
Danish pastors’ paper in a couple of weeks, 
but everything takes Ɵme with Easter week 
and vacaƟons.  We hope to have a new 
pastor installed by September 1st or 
earlier.  DSUK will send us an interim pastor 
if we need one. 
The Board is looking to find a Canadian 
Lutheran pastor to help now that Granly is 
closing in the Fall, and we won’t have Pastor 
Ruth to take the service when our pastor has 
Ɵme off. 
We would like to invite a candidate to take 
the service on June 12th. If needed he/she 
will sit in on the service on May 22nd to get a 
feel of the church and the order of service. 
It’s going to be a busy summer. 
On March 20th we held our AGM in the 
church hall, and we had a quorum with 46 
members in aƩendance. It was a good 
meeƟng where we upgraded our 

consƟtuƟon and by‐laws and took care of 
ongoing business of the Church.  
With the Covid restricƟons liŌed we can now 
conduct church business the way we are 
used to. 
I do want to remind you that masks are 
opƟonal.

During the summer, we will be doing some 
draining along the berm to stop the water 
from running down into the parking lot, as it 
is very slippery in the winterƟme when it 
freezes ‐ so we will have to put up with 
construcƟon work for a short period.

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Annual General MeeƟng Highlights 
 
The Annual General MeeƟng of the Danish Church was held on Sunday, March 20th, 2022. 
It started oddly, as Pastor Susanne was unexpectedly quaranƟned in Denmark, and 
Pastor Ruth had to conduct both the 10:30 am Granly service and then quickly 
drive to Burnaby for the 11 am service.  Of course the service, the lunch, 
and the AGM were slightly delayed.   
Thankfully, Pastor Susanne came back to us again healthy on Mar. 25, and we were very grateful that Pastor 
Ruth took on both services. 
We had 46 members of the church aƩend the AGM.  Our total membership is 244 people scaƩered all over 
BC, so we are always happy when we have a quorum. 
 
Each board members is voted in for two years and have to leave their posiƟon at the end of four 
years.  Alternates are voted in for a term of one year. 
Every second year the slate of board members may change.  This year was the year we had to vote for a 
new Vice‐President, Treasurer and one Director. 
Thank you to outgoing Vice‐President Jorgen Gronfeldt and Treasurer Margit Hansson for their parƟcipaƟon 
and work on behalf of the board. 
 
This year, the board nominated the following: 

Vice‐President:  Gwen Dahl nominated and elected for two years 
Treasurer:           Ulla Prip Larsen nominated and elected for two years 
Director:              Karen Andersen nominated and elected for two years 
Alternate:            Gyrithe Rickenbacher nominated and elected for one year 
Alternate:            Poul Erik Rasmussen nominated and elected for one year 

  
Reports came from President Knud Nielsen, Treasurer Margit Hansson, and Pastor Susanne (read in her 
absence) and the various Church commiƩees.  Minor changes were made to the By‐Laws and 
ConsƟtuƟon.  The ConsƟtuƟon was amended to provide scholarships to qualified recipients for the study in 
Canadian educaƟonal insƟtuƟons.  This change was made in order to accommodate the funds from Granly 
at their closing.  The By‐Laws were amended to set the quorum at 30 members in good standing or fiŌeen 
percent of the membership, whichever is the

Reports came from President Knud Nielsen, Treasurer Margit Hansson, and Pastor Susanne (read in her 
absence) and the various Church commiƩees.  Minor changes were made to the By‐Laws and 
ConsƟtuƟon.
